
Nothing better demonstrates the positive influence of the Stipendium Hungaricum Scholarship in the 

internationalization of the degrees offered by the Faculty of Informatics at Eötvös Loránd University 

than 10 years ago, when the program began, our faculty had only 15 foreign students and since so this 

number has grown to more than 1000 students from about 40 countries.

This intensive growth made it needed to introduce a series of initiatives with the aim of ensuring the success of our foreign students in their studies 

and covering different aspects of student life, as e.g., the foundation of a Student Support Program and Center, the organization of preventive, student 

effectiveness monitoring programs and a half-year preparatory training, as well as a mentoring system and Housing office service. 

Our international students can also take part in research projects 

organized in collaboration with partner companies, as well as to 

continue their studies in the doctoral programs that the faculty offers.
